APPLICATION PROCEDURE

1. Be sure you meet the minimum eligibility requirements: (meeting the minimum
requirements does not guarantee admission, only that your application will be considered)

a. Grade point average of 3.0/4.0 or above.

b. If entering grades 6-12, a 450 or better score on the TOEFL (45 or better on the
Internet-based test, or 133 or better on the computer-based test) or proof of English
proficiency.

c. Not more than seven years older than his/her grade level.

2. Submit the Application, Supplemental Application, and all requested documents.

Report cards/transcripts for the prior 3 years of school

Letter(s) of recommendation

A 5-minute video tape or DVD of applicant conversing in English

A hand-written essay by the applicant on "Why I wish to come to the United States for
school"

e. Evidence of financial support
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3. If the application is accepted and school administration elects to proceed, we require the
annual tuition and fees to be prepaid (refundable if the student is unsuccessful getting a
Visa), plus a nonrefundable I-20 processing fee of $500. The tuition and fees are in
accordance with the schools’ “International Program Tuition and Fee Schedule,” plus an
additional annual $2500 Foreign Student fee.

4. A date and time for interview and testing will be scheduled as soon as possible. The
administration will make an admissions and placement decision after interview and
testing.

5. Parents are responsible for housing and guardian requirement. If a student’s I-20 is
withdrawn for whatever reason, parents are responsible for all arrangements for the
child to return home.
